The seminar is a graduate level introduction to different approaches to linguistic typology and
linguistic parameters with an emphasis on morphosyntax

Upon completion of the seminar, graduate students must be able:

-To know the basic concepts, notions and tools in morpho-syntactic typology and the theory of
parameters.

-To know the differences between functional typology and formal typology

-To understand the differences between macro-parameters, meso-parameters and micro-parameters.
-To be able to compare linguistic data and to know how to describe the similarities and differences
between languages

-To be able to handle information in data-bases with an emphasis on WALS

-To understand how synchronic differences in linguistic characters can be employed as a tool to study
genetic relationships between languages (phylogenetic trees).

MNEPIEXOMENO MAOHMATOZ

In the first part of the seminar, the different approaches, schools and concepts are
introduced: functional typology, formal typology, macroparametric and microparametric
syntax. The students get acquainted with databases that represent linguistic features with
particular emphasis on the World Atlas of Language Structures (WALS). We focus on the
reasons languages may display systematic similarities and differences: historical/genetic,
geographical vs. universal and on the research that employs synchronic comparison of the
morphosyntactic characteristics of languages as a tool to reconstruct their historical
evolution. In the second part, the students choose the topics they will investigate. They
either present debates on controversial and unsettled issues or they study a selection of
WALS features in order to discover generalizations and patterns in their distribution (genetic
and/or geographical).
