4. The translation and the commentary of the ancient text of the comedy
Dyscolus: the role of the cooks and slaves in the New Comedy. Masks and
clothing. The use of the everyday language.

1. Read, analyze, and interpret comedy within a literary, cultural, and
historical framework.

2. Use the latest online instruments concerning the study of the ancient
texts (databases, online editions etc.)

3. Understand the various elements of the ancient comedy comparing
them with the modern ones.

Menander (Athens, c. 342-290 B.C.) was the main representative of the
genre New Comedy. More than a hundred plays were attributed to him,
but his works did not survive in the medieval manuscripts. Only the papyri
which were discovered in the beginning of the 20th century let us
understand the poet. The Cairo papyrus in 1905 with fragments of five
comedies, the parchment codex with fragments of Aspis, were some of
the first editions. However, only Dyscolus, survived almost complete in a
papyrus published in 1959 (P.Bodmer IV). Ten leaves of a papyrus codex
dated to the 3rd century A.D. preserve 969 verses of the comedy, which
was presented at the Lenaia festival in 316 B.C.

15t week: General Introduction to the Ancient Comedy. The character and
the poets of the New Comedy.

2" week: Menander, comedies and the transmission and the survival of
the texts (papyri and indirect tradition).

We will consider the way
Menander’'s comedy reflects the world and the society of his time.
