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The seminar aims to encourage students to conduct research in the always critical
field of relationships that are structured, within or outside the tragic home between
women and men, and receive their institutional or extra-institutional constitutions, as
suggested by the terms: marriages, marital and parallel relationships in attic tragedy.
What is of interest, therefore, is the way in which, within the context of the tragic
myth, these relationships are organized or deconstructed, based on their social
ideologies, as well as any projection and utilization of them in the implicit

interweaving of dramatic events with the historical-political time of their




Upon completion of the seminar, students should:

1. Have understood how tragedy reflects the variety of relationships between the two

SCXES.

2. Have understood the dramaturgical technique by which the relationships between

heroes and heroines are structured.

3. Have raised key questions about the relationship between the male and female

worlds in classical antiquity.

4. To have reflected on the way in which the tragedy confirms or challenges social

attitudes about the relationship between men and women.

5. To have become familiar with the bibliography related to the tragedies that will be

given to them and to have utilized it in their relevant written work.
